We were both young children when we knew God wanted us to be missionaries. I,
Pete, grew up in Papua New Guinea. My parents went there as missionaries in 1953. Joy
was 10 years old when a single missionary lady visited her (your ) church (the old
Steam Valley Church in 1963), and it was at that time that Joy made a commitment to be
a missionary and go wherever God asked her to go.

How did your journey begin?
Pete: After high school graduation, I joined the Army for 3 years, then served with
the Navigators for 3 more years; 1976 I entered missionary training, and that’s
where I met Joy. Joy: After high school graduation, I took the 3-year missionary
course and went to Venezuela for 2 years; when I returned to the USA for a short
furlough, I met Pete and we were married August 1977.
